Dining Room, and plenty of photo opportunities. Royal Caribbean’s younger guests who choose to participate in
the complimentary award-winning Adventure Ocean children’s program can relish in an exhilarating new lineup of
games and adventures rooted in the popular DreamWorks movies. What’s more, the phenomenon of 3-D movies
comes to life in the ship’s Amber Theater allowing guests to experience new and longtime favorite movies, including
DreamWorks feature films on the big screen. The DreamWorks experience will be expanded to Oasis of the Seas,
Freedom of the Seas and Liberty of the Seas as early as January 2011.

Adding to the roster of Royal Caribbean’s award-winning caliber of entertainment is Chicago: The Musical,
Broadway’s longest-running and most recognizable theatric production headlining A/ure’s Amber Theater. The main
theater also will play host to new show, Blue Planet, a spectacle of music, dance and aerial acrobatics, exploring the
wonders of the world and creating an all-encompassing environment sure to mesmerize guests.

AquaTheater
The ship’s open-air amphitheater-style venue in the Boardwalk neighborhood is home to the most unique shows
ever seen at sea. Seating 735 guests, the AquaTheater hosts live music, themed events, fountain shows and cabarets,
and two aquatic performances.

Amber Theater
Located in the ship’s Entertainment Place neighborhood, the state-of-the-art Amber Theater features a thrust stage
and a proscenium extending into the audience to create a more interactive environment. Seating 2,160 guests, the
Amber Theater will feature 3-D movies and four different shows, each performed several times throughout each
sailing, including:

*  Chicago: The Musical: As one of the longest-running shows on Broadway, Chicago: The Musical is the
second Tony Award-winning musical that Royal Caribbean has brought to the high seas. Set in the tough-
talking, Prohibition-era, Chicago takes to Alure’s Broadway-style proscenium stage with the hottest and most
high-energy numbers on the playbill.

*  Blue Planet: Created exclusively for A/ure, Blue Planet explores the wonders of the world with powerful
music, soaring vocals, energetic dance, and aerial acrobatics. The Amber Theater transforms into an all-
encompassing environment that transports the audience through a moving, visual spectacular.

¢ Headliner Show: The variety of different Headliner Shows introduce guests to fabulous acts including

wortld-class singers, musicians, magic and juggling acts.
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Studio B
The popular Studio B ice-skating rink in the Entertainment Place neighborhood continues to awe guests with
spectacular and vibrant ice shows. The venue also serves as the locale for a variety of themed events.

*  “How To Train Your Dragon” Ice Show: Join Hiccup the Viking boy, Toothless the Dragon and the
whole Viking village from the DreamWorks motion picture “How To Train Your Dragon” in an
adventurous tale told by Prune Hilda, an original character created exclusively for this ice show.
